Project Homeless Connect

This is a one day, one stop, one shop eveni@dnesday, April 20, 2011, from 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. at the LIVM
Coliseum Annesthat provides anyone experiencing a housing crisis an opportunity for immediate access to a wide
range of agencies tailored to address their critical needs. By bringing the various agencies together under one roof
we intentionally remove the barriers that homeless people typically face such as transportation and the necessity

of scheduling appointments, immediate access to the various providers. The event also engages volunteers from all
socieeconomic groups and enhances the community response to combating homelessness.

Project Homeless Connect offers a wide array of activities throughout the day for volunteers. Some volunteers
serve lunch, escort participants throughout the arena as they access services, help participants to complete the
forms necessary, hand out goodie bags, assist participants in create artistic designs on pillow cases in the art
therapy booth.
